One Sabbath Jesus had gone to eat a meal in the house of a leading Pharisee, and he
was carefully watched. Jesus then told a parable to the guests, for he had noticed how
they tried to take the places of honour.

For whoever makes
himself out to be great will be humbled, and whoever humbles himself will be raised."
Jesus also addressed the man who had invited him and said, "When you give a lunch
or a dinner, don't invite your friends, or your brothers and relatives and wealthy
neighbours. For surely they will also invite you in return and you will be repaid.
When you give a feast, invite instead the poor, the crippled, the lame and the blind.
Fortunate are you then, because they can't repay you; you will be repaid at the
Resurrection of the upright."
